Statewide Weather Brief:  Arizona received 23,237 lightning strikes (2,197 positive strikes) in the past 24 hours. Scattered 
showers and thunderstorms will continue today into Saturday. Expect a drier and warmer tend starting Sunday lasting until 
Tuesday with monsoonal moisture returning into the region. 
 
Arizona State Forestry Activity:  Arizona State Forestry received 5 wildfire reports and dispatched resources to 1 wildfire in the 
past 24 hours.
